Course Description and Goals:

This course is intended to provide a broad intrtidncto the discipline of archaeology -
the study of past cultures and societies througir thaterial remains. We will explore
different varieties of archaeology and examine mtheonethods, and techniques for
investigating, reconstructing, interpreting, presgg, and ultimately, learning from the
past. Using archaeology as a guide, the course lwidfly review human cultural
chronology from the earliest Paleolithic ages axah@ne not only the artifacts of ancient
civilizations but also important social, econonaad even ideological questions such as
the origins of food production, social inequaléymd urbanization.

By the end of this course students should be aldi® tthe following:

» Discuss what archaeology is and trace its evolutitmto the scholarly discipline
of today.

* Recognize the various categories of material ewidethat make up the
archaeological record.

 Be familiar with basic archaeological techniquesowhto locate, record,
investigate, analyze, and interpret sites

» Discuss in class and analyze in writing scholarfyuanents concerning details of
past important cultures worldwide, describing majansitions that occurred and
why this knowledge is important.
