Course objectives: The aim is for the student to develop a working knowledge of scientific vocabulary 

(includes zoological, botanical, biological, and other terms from the natural sciences) through learning the 

Greek and Latin roots that make up scientific terms. We will cover about 12-13 lessons in the text.
