 It will expose you to greatness: by the end of two semesters, you will be in position to 

begin reading some of the most influential authors in the Western world: Homer, Plato, and 

the New Testament authors, among many others.  The stories that inspired 300, Troy, Clash 

of the Titans, the Percy Jackson series, Immortals, etc. are written in Greek as well.   

 Employers will think (know?) you’re a genius: for a couple of millennia, knowledge of 

ancient Greek has been an undisputable marker of an intelligent, educated person. 

 All that, and two semesters of it will fulfill your language requirement.
